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THERE was far less “grumbling” about team selections during the just 
completed Pennant season, chairman of selectors, Gerald Weinberg, told 
Bay Watch this week. 
 
This may have been 

because the club was 
fortunate in not having two 
teams in the same grade as 
we had the previous year, 
he said. 
However, it wasn’t one of 

the club’s better years as 
far as results are 
concerned. 
The club’s lone success 

in 2009 was in the pre-
Pennant Zone 11 Round 
Robin competition by the 
Grade 3 team in which 
Double Bay also fielded 
sides in Grades 1, 2, and 5.  
The Grade 3 side was the 

only winner of a section 
and 15 players, who 
represented that grade, were  presented with 2009 Round Robin winners badges during the 
afternoon tea break on Wednesday, June 10,. 

The pennant season began with the club fielding sides in each of 
Grade 1 through to Grade 5.  
The Grade 1 team had a very good season finishing second to 

Kensington by 1.5 points. This would have been different if the last 
two opposing skipper bowls at Greenlees Park in the first round match 
had not changed a 5-1 win to a 1-5 loss with two very good 
conversions. With wins against Alex (twice) Wests, Waverley and 
Kensington the players can be satisfied with their efforts. Only 16 
players were used throughout the season. 
The Grade 2 side started off slowly, but improved and with one 

game to go had a chance of winning the competition. Unfortunately, a 
loss in match 10 saw it end up in third place behind Matraville and  
Greenlees Park. Sixteen players were used in this grade. 
It was a poor season for the Grade 3 unit which was fortunate to end 

up in fifth spot in the table.  
Many of the 17 players used in this grade are good enough to have been included in Grade 

2, but did not produce the results. 
The most disappointing result was recorded by the Grade 4 team, which won only two 

matches and totalling 17 points in its section, which put it in the relegation playoff.

Camperdown at Kensington 

where Double Bay won two 
rinks and tied the third. 
The Grade 5 team was the 

surprise of the season, as the 
club had sought to compete 
in the  Grade 6 competition. 
However, the Zone match 
committee rejected our 
request.  
The team had some 

excellent wins and the best 
performed player of the 
season, Vivian Diamond, played all his games in this grade for a 75% win ratio.  

A third spot finish was an excellent result, even though we 
were compelled to use 22 players in this grade, as it is always 
the lowest team which is worst affected by the non-
availability of players every week. 
In this regard, the 2009 season revealed a better 

commitment by players than last year, with our worst week 
listing nine players unavailable. 
Gerald said he thanked his co-selectors, Les Lilian, Harry 

Black, John Rosen and Leon Portrate.  
“Although there was less grumbling by players, we still had 

to  put up with some abuse from several of our regular critics, 
but we combined well to form a competent selection panel,” 
he added.

AUSTRALIA’S number one female lawn 
bowler, Karen Murphy (pictured right), and 
Scottish international, Kay Moran (pictured 
below), will compete in the upcoming Double 
Bay Women’s Club’s Sixth Invitation Triples 
Tournament, but only through an unselfish 
decision by tournament organiser, Carole Brickman (inset right). 

Murphy, who heads the current Australian 
Women’s Rankings with 243 points and is 
acknowledged as Australia’s highest profile woman 
bowler, will team with Moran and 22-year-old Australian 
representative, Melanie Macaulay, in the two-day 
tournament from August 29-30. 
A capacity field of 40 star-studded teams will compete 

for a record $9,000 prize pool. 
The combination of the three internationals, Murphy, 

Moran and Macaulay, will be  the most talented women’s 
lawn bowls team to appear in an eastern suburbs event and 
was made possible when Brickman withdrew from a team 
so that Murphy and Moran could be included in the last 

minute entry as the 40
th
 team. 

Murphy was included in Double Bay’s invitation list distributed in early March, but due to her 
international and other commitments she did not reply by the deadline. 
But, as is usual in tournaments when invitations are issued four or five months before the 

event, there are a number of team deletions and player-substitutions. 
In the case of Murphy and Moran, three weeks ago they notified Double Bay that they would 

be available if there was an opening for another team. But there had been an unprecedented 
response from local and interstate players, which compelled the organising committee to 
increase the number of teams from 32 to 36 and then, with last minute replies from more high-
status players, revamped the tournament to accommodate a capacity 40 teams. 
 The withdrawal of up-and-coming teenager, Morgan Solman, from the team of Maria Rigby 

(ranked 11
th
) and Macaulay provided a means of including Murphy and Moran. 

Brickman, who was teamed with club-mate Mary Newin and Queensland’s Carole MacDonald, 
offered to pull out of the tournament and suggested that Macaulay could join Murphy and Moran 
if Rigby was happy to skip for MacDonald and Newin. 
Other top Australian women taking part include the 2008 Australian Singles champion, Katrina 

Wright, currently ranked third in the Australian Women’s Singles ranking, Sharyn Renshaw 
(4th), Anne Johns (19th), Beth Quinlan (20th) and Betty Herbertson (31st).

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Dress code for 
pennants, club shirt 
and maroon draw-

string pants. 

Members cautioned: Stick to dress code  
or be “warned off” the green! 
THE Double Bay Men’s Bowling Committee will clamp  
down on members who disregard  the club’s dress code. 
Players who ignore the code can be asked to change their 
attire or be “warned off” the green. 
 The club’s board of directors at a recent executive meeting minuted a 
decision that the men’s bowling committee ensure that members’ attire 
meets the set dress code standard when playing in competitive, social or 
roll up (practise) sessions. 
Details of the dress code are contained in a handbook which is given to 

every new member and is also available from the bowling club’s 
secretary. 
It says that on all bowling days club members are required to wear their engraved 

name badge when on club premises unless their name is embroidered on their shirt. 
Members must have in their possession at all times their Royal NSW Bowling 
Association Registration Card to show if requested during pennant and other 
competitions. 
At anytime when on any Double Bay Bowling Club green a player must wear 

approved bowling shoes. 
On all bowling days when playing in club events male members are required to wear 

cream/white trousers or shorts, or the club’s blue tracksuit pants. The club’s maroon 
drawstring pants are supplied to pennant players to be worn during pennants and as an 

option in Association (Zone etc) events. 
Cream/white bowls shirts or preferably Double Bay Club shirts are to be worn when participating in other 

organised club events. Bowling shirts with collars, from other clubs, may be worn at other times. 
In keeping with modern trends and for health reasons 

because it is cooler in the hot weather, bowls shirts may be 
worn outside the trousers if desired. 
The club’s pennant shirt, displaying the Bowls Australia 

logo, is to be worn when playing in any Association event at 

Double Bay Bowling Club 
White or cream bowls cardigans, pullovers or club 

tracksuit jackets may be worn as required. The club blue 
sleeveless tops, without the Bowls Australia logo, cannot be 

worn for pennant competition. 
When playing in pennants and Association events, all 

players in the same team (or side) must wear the same dress 
attire. 

Members are encouraged to wear head covering at all 
times when on the green. 
When competing in the pennant competition, in any 

Association event, or whenever representing Double Bay 

Bowling Club, if wearing head covering a Double Bay hat 
or cap must be worn. In any other events any recognised 
bowls headwear is allowed. 
When participating in club competitions on any day, 

players, markers and the nominated umpire shall wear 
appropriate club clothing. (Not casual). 
During roll-ups members may wear casual clothes, but 

must have approved bowling shoes. 

Footnote: The club provides, free of charge, a 
sunscreen block out from a dispenser in the men’s 
washroom.

� Monday and Wednesday 
are men’s bowling days; 

� Tuesday and Thursday are 
women’s bowling days; 

� Friday is open to both; 
� Saturday is men’s bowling
